- As for the FY2025 forecast, we expect increased revenue and profits in copper foil business,
supported by a strong market for high-end servers such as Al servers. Furthermore, in the metal
segment, we expect improved earnings due to higher metal prices and a weaker yen, as well as
significant favorable inventory effects associated with these factors. As a result, we anticipate
record highs in our net sales, operating profit, ordinary profit, and net income for the current period.
